to SQL. 

 
(d) First type in your query: 

SELECT * 
From Pokedex 
 
Second, click run. 

 
(e) The number of records is at 

the bottom, use it to check 
if you are right.  

(f) Right (not Left)-Click on 
the name (Query1). 
 
Choose Save 

 
(g) Put in the right name.
